
Saudi Arabia Visit/Tourist Visa Requirements for 
Pakistani Citizens 

1. Valid passport: Ensure your passport is valid for at least six months beyond your 
intended stay in Saudi Arabia. It should have two consecutive blank visa pages. 

2. Completed application form: Fill out the Saudi Arabia Tourist Visa application form 
accurately and completely. You may need to provide personal details, travel 
information, and other relevant data.  

3. Passport-sized photos: Provide two recent passport-sized photos adhering to the 
specified requirements, such as size, background, and facial expression. Refer to the 
official guidelines for photo specifications.  

4. Proof of accommodation: Submit documents supporting your accommodation 
arrangements in Saudi Arabia. This can include hotel bookings, a host's invitation 
letter, or any other supporting documents. 

5. Travel itinerary: Prepare a detailed travel itinerary outlining your planned activities, 
destinations, and duration of stay in Saudi Arabia. This helps demonstrate the purpose 
and feasibility of your trip. 

6. Proof of sufficient funds: Provide proof of your financial capability to support your 
stay in Saudi Arabia. This can include bank statements, traveler's checks, or other 
relevant financial documents. 

7. Return ticket: Show proof of a round-trip or onward ticket indicating your intention 
to leave Saudi Arabia within the visa validity period. 

8. Travel insurance: It is recommended to have travel insurance coverage for the 
duration of your stay in Saudi Arabia. Provide the necessary documentation 
confirming your travel insurance policy. 

9. Other supporting documents: Additional documents may be required depending on 
your circumstances. These can include a letter of employment, business-related 
documents, or proof of educational enrollment. 

 

Saudi Arabia Tourist Visa requirements for children 

1. Valid passport: Ensure each child has a passport with a minimum validity of six 
months beyond the intended stay in Saudi Arabia. 

2. Completed application form: Fill out a separate visa application form for each child 
accurately and completely. 



3. Photographs: Provide recent passport-sized photographs of each child that meet the 
specified requirements. 

4. Birth certificate: Submit a copy of the child's birth certificate as proof of parentage. 
5. Consent letter: If traveling without both parents, provide a consent letter signed by 

the absent parent(s), authorizing the child to travel to Saudi Arabia. 
6. Proof of relationship: Provide documents such as a marriage certificate and copies of 

parents' passports to establish the relationship between the child and the 
accompanying adult(s). 

7. Proof of accommodation: Provide evidence of accommodation arrangements for the 
entire family, such as hotel bookings or a host's invitation letter. 

8. Proof of financial means: Demonstrate that you have sufficient funds to cover the 
entire family's expenses during your stay in Saudi Arabia. 

9. Health requirements: Children might need to provide a medical certificate or proof of 
vaccination depending on the situation. 

10. Visa fees: Pay the applicable visa fee for each child as instructed by the Saudi Arabian 
embassy or consulate.
